An October 14 work party
on the outdoor range in-
volved at least a dozen club
members and resulted in a
massive pile of cut and split
wood for our fireplace, a
smooth wood-chip-dressed
range field, higher and
deeper backstops, and refur-
bished distance and lane
markings at 25, 50, and 100
yards.

Headed up by Stan
Bowdish, the crew manhan-
dled treetrunk-thick sec-
tions into a splitter, loaded
the wood into a trailer,
carted it to the clubhouse,
and stacked it neatly.
George Stone worked his
York rake behind his back-
hoe and spread out several
large piles of chips, while
hand-rake crews evened out
the expanded berms.
Cleaned up and repainted
steel range markers helped
finish off the job.

"Boy, we got a lot done!"

trimming brush and touch-
ing up the range markings.
Future work will include
digging out a new 25-yard
pistol range to the south of
the covered firing points.
