NSC’s own muzzleloaders will tread on the

club’s twisting pathways on Sunday, March
16, to test their target skills in a realistic, nat-
ural setting. Muzzleloading rifles of all types,
with any sights, are allowed, for approxi-
mately 12 aimed shots at varied targets. Reg-
istration is 9 to 10:30 a.m. and the groups
will enter the trail in groups of three or four.
